This little real life story was written by Rick / WB9IJW and was printed in the February 2007 issue of my 
ham club paper here in Lake Wales, The Lake Wales Repeater Association.  It is reprinted here with 
permission to put in the AARC newsletter. 
 

A True Life Story 
 

Let me nudge your memory a little bit this month!  If I were to ask you what you were doing on June 23 1990, 
and where you were about 3 P.M. in the afternoon, could you quickly respond with an answer?  If I asked 
you what you were wearing on your head much less on your body, could you give me an answer even with 
a little thought process?  How about when you received your first ham ticket, when, where, and how did you 
use it?  Could you tell me that you saved the world or something of lesser value and be honest about it?  
Well, let me tell you a very special story I encountered after a ham breakfast when I was in a grocery store. 

Sunday morning January 21, 2007 I was in a grocery store getting ready to leave the store and as I walked 
through the door, I met a friend I hadn’t seen for some time and he asked if I was still a ham operator, to 
which I said yes and finished the QSO and started to head for the truck.  Just then a man behind me yelled 
at me and introduced himself to me and told me that he heard me say I was a ham.  I said yes, and he said 
he had a story to tell me about ham radio and his experience with a ham radio operator on June 23 1990.  I 
stood in awe and silence as he related his story of the events of that day and also marveled at the details 
he could remember so vividly.  This man said he was in his 80s now but would not have been here had it 
not been for a ham operator that saved his life on that day.  I tried to ask him some questions but he didn’t 
need me to ask.  He felt compelled to explain and thank amateurs everywhere for the public service 
amateur radio provides. 

Now, the Rest of the Story 

This gentleman’s first name is Steve but he desired to be anonymous.  He was on the east coast of Florida 
swimming and boating during the summer as most tourists do, and offshore a little too much, and decided 
to swim just a little more before going in.  He jumped back into the ocean as well as most of his family and 
in a few minutes the worst started to happen.  His family spotted a shark but he made sure all of the family 
got back into the boat before he got in.  The shark tore into his left leg and caught some of his hand.  One 
more attack and the shark would have had all of him.  Now the good part: Just as all of this was going on, 
a ham (unknown) was speeding by and saw what was going on and quickly stopped, radioed for help on 
his radio and then jumped into the water with a gun.  The shark was killed and Steve was loaded into the 
boat and they started to head for shore.  Due to the fact that this ham had radioed in actually saved Steve’s 
life because the Coast Guard was there in 3 to 5 minutes. 

Steve said he would be forever grateful to him and to all amateurs for the rest of his life.  BTW . . . He looked 
great and you wouldn’t know he only had one real leg! 

 

March 2007 VE Test Results 
de AA3RR 

The March 10th exam session was a bit different than most and not only because this was the first exam 
session in which there would not be an element 1 (Morse code) exam offered.  For the past six years, 
we’ve averaged 11 applicants in March with a high of 19 and a low of 5.  By Friday, March 9th, only two 
applicants pre-registered for this session.  The low number of pre-registered applicants usually means one 
of two things:  We’re not going to have many applicants show up or we’re going to be inundated.  On March 
10th, 2007 we had 23 applicants show up for testing and paperwork upgrades.  We processed all of the 
exams, paperwork upgrades and the other exam-related paperwork in just under two hours.

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In the News! 
 

In a bold move the Federal Communications Commission has decided to deregulate the Amateur Radio Service.  
This comes at a time when budget cuts within the Commission are forcing its Enforcement Bureau to shut down by 1 
June 2007.  

A spokesperson for the Commission stated that since Amateur Radio operators are supposed to be self-policing that 
this new move "should not pose a problem".  And that it would also "solve the whole issue of restructuring".  

This news has come as quite a shock to many in the Amateur Radio community, striking up many heated debates.  
"Basically we're being told that we're on our own as of 1 January, 2008", said a high-level League staff member.  

In the interim between June 1st, 2007 and January 1st, 2008 Amateur Radio operators are expected to act just as 
they do now.  "Nothing's changed yet, and all the rules and regulations are still in effect," said a spokesperson for the 
Commission.  

All of this is set to change however, starting in 2008.  On 1 January 2008 Amateur Radio in the United States will 
cease to exist as an official radio service.  At that time it will be up to the operators to make up their own rules and 
regulations and to enforce them.  

To clarify one other issue, "call signs that have not already been issued will all be available on the 'honor system'," 
said another Commission spokesperson.  The band-plans and power limitations are expected to stay the same.  

Look for more information on this late-breaking news story as it becomes available.

Hans has been delayed in starting the course because of illness – a 
welcome card to H. Hildebrand, PO Box 1272, Conway, NH 03818 might cheer him up and encourage 
him to join in.  The melting snow in the Holler was a false alarm, but even after the 10 incher of last 
week, we hope spring will arrive - it’s still a good chance to get started ‘afore the grass greens up. 

Net Protocol 
�  When QNZ the Net please remember to turn off the VOX, otherwise you are tuning up on the air and 

sending an unidentified signal. 
�  NCS - because of the crowded band please look up and down from the Net frequency to check on 

availability or QRM before dispatching Students.  Also, please be sensitive to Students advising of 
QRM/N at their location which you may not be able to hear, and adjust QNY to accommodate this. 

�  Students, listen to your Instructor and the NCS.  If asked a question such as QRK? please respond as 
your answer will affect what your Instructor or NCS may ask you to do. 

�  Remember – the Receive Station is called first for tfc or tng as it is his responsibility to find a clear 
frequency in the vicinity of the QNY, and both Student and Instructor are to move in the direction sent 
until a clear spot is found.  The Receive Station should call the Instructor several times so the 
Instructor may find you.  QNY becomes much more challenging in the heavy QRM, but we can do it.

�  I’m sad to report that Lew Norwood/KA3AKC became a SK following a heart attack in February.  He 

was a pillar of the MSN, a great Instructor and we will miss his firm and talented fist.
