mathematics and physics from Bucknell University and attended Officer Candidate School, MIT and the Naval 

Post Graduate School. 

He served in the Navy throughout WWII and was recalled to active duty in the Korean Conflict. His 

assignments included serving as chairman of the Electrical Engineering Program at the Naval Academy and 

Executive Officer at the Naval Research Laboratory in Washington D.C.
